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Activities at a glance 

Summary of our regulatory activities in May 2021 
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Key activities  
The NSW Resources Regulator published the following:  

• a media release and related safety material for industry detailing the start of a targeted 

awareness campaign with coal workers to address the risk of collision between heavy mining 

equipment  

• an investigation release about a fatality at a quarry after worker was struck by a light vehicle 

• an investigation release about a dangerous blasting incident at a hard rock quarry.  

• a targeted intervention report spotlighting electrical safety at tier 1 quarries and a   

• reasons for decision for cancelling Exploration Licence 8967 under the Mining Act 1992.  

Three penalty notices totalling $12,500 were issued under the Mining Act 1992: 

• two were issued to Macquarie Marble Lime Pty Ltd for failure to comply with directions totalling 

$10,000 and 

• one was issued to Marble Aggregates Pty Ltd for $2,500 for late payments.
