A development panel was experiencing
wet and muddy conditions. A vacuum
pump was being used between shuttle
car loads to remove slurry. After a
shuttle car unloaded, the operator
stopped and had a brief conversation
with the pump operator.

The shuttle car operator returned to the
shuttle car and the vacuum pump
operator to the vacuum pump hose, with
their back to the shuttle car. The shuttle
car operator drove the shuttle car
forward into the intersection, knocking
the vacuum pump operator to the
ground. The vacuum pump operator was
not injured.

The hazard of interaction
between workers on foot and
mobile plant is well known. It is
imperative that mine operators
have controls in place to protect
workers undertaking tasks in
close proximity to mobile plant.
Effective controls such as
segregation of tasks, hard
barriers and positive
communication should be
considered in risk assessments
and implemented prior to a task
commencing.
