On 12 August 2019, a contract worker suffered fatal injuries following an interaction between a light vehicle and 
dozer at a surface metalliferous mine. The contract worker was driving a light vehicle and entered the tip head area 
to deliver a water bottle to a dozer operator at about 4:45pm. The dozer operator was reversing and was unaware 
the light vehicle was in close proximity. The two vehicles collided, resulting in fatal injuries to the light vehicle driver.
