Any lease granted as a result of the tender will be subject
to standard covenants and conditions of an aquaculture lease
and aquaculture permit as prescribed under the Fisheries
Management Act 1994, including payment of prescribed
annual fees and charges. Lease rent is charged annually,
currently at $47 per hectare (excl. GST), which is subject to
an annual Consumer Price Index adjustment. Tenure of a
lease will be up to 15 years.

Leases will be tendered “as is” condition, any existing
improvements have not been valued and will become the
responsibility of the leaseholder. Oyster lease OL77/147
has improvements (cultivation material, lease markings
and/or structures) present, value unknown. An information
